About TxTAG

TxTAG is a thin electronic sticker that goes on the inside of the windshield behind the rearview mirror. It is slightly smaller than a vehicle registration or inspection sticker. It contains a microchip that sends a signal to equipment located above the toll lanes. To use TxTAG, all motorists need to do is install it correctly and keep enough money in their TxTAG account to pay the tolls. An initial payment of $20 is needed to set up an account, which goes to pay the tolls.  TxTAG can be used on toll roads throughout Texas including Austin, Houston, and Dallas.
